Welcome to the Great Bridge
Swim and Racquet Club!

We are a limited membership, family oriented, non-profit swimming and tennis club
serving the community of southern Chesapeake since 1974. We are nestled in a quiet
wooded setting on Back Road, off Mt. Pleasant Road near the Chesapeake Expressway
(HWY 168).

The club continues to evolve in an effort to meet the needs of our membership. We have
invested more than $1 million in the facility in the past several years, building a new
clubhouse, adding a pool slide and upgrading our tennis facility. A dome is installed
annually over our pool from late September to mid May for year-round pool use.

Facilities include:

° A six-lane, 25-meter pool
° Diving well
° 2 ft shallow area for toddlers
° Adjacent, separately fenced, baby pool
° Tables and chairs for lounging by the pool or enjoying lunch or dinner with the family
° A grassy area with grills, picnic tables, beach volleyball and a basketball hoop.
° Two covered shelters
° Clubhouse with bathrooms, showers, changing areas, multipurpose room, kitchenette and
conference room
° Year-round, 24-7 tennis on four hard surfaced, lighted courts
° New expanded tennis shelter with bathrooms

Tennis

We are Chesapeake’s most active tennis program with plenty of opportunities for play. Ladies Luncheon
Leagues are available for A, B and C level players. Kids’ tennis camps are available during the summer
months. We have tennis pro(s) available for private and group lessons and clinics for all skill levels. Tennis
socials are held monthly. Mixed doubles round-robin play is available Saturday mornings. Men’s nights,

ladies’ nights, advanced nights, Junior leagues, World Team Tennis leagues and other activities are also
offered year round.

Swimming

Activities include Piranhas VBSL swim team, swim lessons (both small group and private), lifeguard and

safety classes, lap swim and open swimming all summer long and lap and open swim on weekends during
the winter.

A Family Membership consists of a member, his/her spouse, and any unmartied legal dependents, under the
age of 23 years, who permanently reside with the member.

Fees:

FAMILY MEMBERSHIP: New Family Members agree to make a one-time purchase of club stock of
$400 and to pay an initiation fee of $600. In addition, the member agrees to pay annual dues of $714,
payable monthly via automatic debit OR as a lump sum, payable on or before April 30w of each year.

INDIVIDUAL MEMBERSHIP: New Individual Members agree to make a one-time purchase of club
stock of $300 and to pay an initiation fee of $400. In addition, the member agrees to pay annual dues of
$504, payable monthly via automatic debit OR as a lump sum payment, payable on or before April 30t of
each year.

TENNIS AFFILIATE: Part of a pilot (temporary) program through April 2011, the tennis affiliate
membership is for those individuals or families who only use the tennis facilities. This is a non-voting
membership and no stock purchase is necessary. Individual affiliate dues are $200 and family affiliate dues
are $300 per year.

Open to all members’ children aged 4-18 regardless of ability. Mandatory registration day(s) will be held in
April, with practice starting in mid to late May. The swim season begins in June and extends through early
August. Registration fee is $75 for the first child and $45 for each additional child.

The head coach, with her very talented assistant coaches, provides instruction during weekly practice
sessions and stroke clinics. Swimming ability and sportsmanship is stressed along with good nutritional
habits and encouragement of a lifelong love of swimming.

The Piranhas compete in the Virginia Beach Swim League in the Marlin Division. The Piranhas
consistently compete for Divisional and League championships, as they have since 1975.  Camaraderie is
fostered through social gatherings held throughout the season, including:
